A few reminders:

Everyone should have a contact list with emergency contact info on file.





The really, really big news!





We are now collecting dues from almost all homeowners with the exception of 7 hardcore delinquents which may never be collectable -but we are going forward. At some point the emergency assessments and special assessments will be paid and our reserve will be fully funded. At least we can dream….





 In the meantime work still must be done to keep the complex in good condition. SOOOOOO we will be starting the major renovation and repair of the garages and all the termite infested fascia boards in the complex. At some point you will be notified that your garage is scheduled for the work and you will need to make sure the workers can access your garage. Some of you may even have to remove your junk that is in the way. Complete cooperation is needed! But once completed we will be able to treat the complex yearly for termites and stop any future damage. The budget for this work is $20,000.00. but we do expect at least a 25% cost overrun  because when they start removing the damaged wood there is going to be additional repairs needed almost certainly.

PARKING:


It’s a problem again - now that almost all the units are occupied. If you park in guest parking except to be towed and fine $150.00. Do not park in reserved parking unless it is your space. AND everyone needs to be parking 2 cars in their garages! We can’t help it if you have filled your garage with other stuff – parking is at a premium at Spring Gardens and everyone must help solve the problem!





CHILDREN AT PLAY:


 Children may not play in the driveways, the parking areas or block access to the common area walkways. Balls are not to be used in the common areas and any damage to the landscaping will be billed to the owner. There is no riding of bikes, scooters, skateboards or skates in the common area. Parents you must supervise your children at all times to make sure they are following the rules – you are responsible if they play in unapproved areas or damage property like garage doors and fences. Unfortunately, this complex was not built with children in mind but we are not singling out just children. All adults must obey these same rules. Everyone who lives here has a right to peace and quiet and being able to move through the complex without dodging objects.





Dogs…things seems to be much better so thank you to all those who are keeping your dogs leashed and picking up after them. It would be really helpful if you did not let your female dogs urinate on the grass areas as it burns the grass and leaves yellow spots.





WALK GATE:


The front gate is broken again but we are not going to fix it at this time. We have many more pressing repairs and frankly, this will just be broken again in a matter of months.





SOLAR LIGHTS:


We have placed more solar lights in the complex and they look great and are providing additional illumination at night.





LANDSCAPING:
