Cigarette butts….the problem continues….





It’s one of those things so mundane and commonplace, most of us probably don’t even notice when it happens but littering our common area with butts is not only unsightly but a health hazard! It appears that cigarette butts are among the most common form of litter nationwide. The Los Angeles County Department of Public Works estimates that local smokers drop 600,000 butts on the ground every month. At Spring Garden cigarette butts probably represent 80% of the litter that has to be cleaned up each week. It’s a form of blight people! But consider this: the typical butt contains nicotine, arsenic, mercury, lead, cadium, acetone and vinyl chloride. There have been reported cases where kids and pets have eaten cigarette butts and gotten nicotine poisoning. Tobacco companies are getting in the act and are trying to tell smokers that littering is

THE GOLDEN RULE


Hang nothing; install nothing, on any common area wall or ceiling without permission.


Awnings have been approved for the complex. There is only one color approved (Linen #4633) and it is manufactured by Sunbrella. The awnings must be clean – no scalloped edges, etc.


 Provide a structural changes form – based on esthetics not all requests will be approved.





RENTING OUT YOUR UNIT!


This is a very important issue!





When you bought your unit in this complex, you became like thousands of other owners in California who have also bought into a community. There are rules and regulations that must be followed. You agreed to follow these rules and regulations when you purchased your condo. One of the regulations you agreed to was to obtain permission from the board before you rented your unit. This must be followed for several reasons. Too many rentals in a complex and other homeowners will not be able to refinance or sell because the ratio of owners to renters is not in balance. Too many homeowners have converted their properties to rentals without permission and it is going to be stopped right now. We have put a program in place to force compliance. Anything your tenants do you are responsible for – that is damage, fines, violations, etc.
