We are still concerned about those using the guest parking who are not “guests”. This is the warning before we begin towing again. Being a renter is no excuse for not knowing the Rules regarding parking. If the owner did not have you fill out a form and return it to the Management Company giving us car info, license plates, etc. than we will have to assume that you are illegally parking in our lot - which is a problem for us and you. If your car is seen repeatedly in guest parking (and we know that you are renting a unit at Spring Garden) it will be towed. We cannot make this any clearer. As an owner you have the responsibility to make sure that your vehicles are parked in your garages first. More than 2 cars, then open parking can be utilized on a first come first serve basis. If you think Management does not have your vehicle information on file, then call and give the information to Kori to avoid a potential expensive problem.





A few reminders: 


If you want an issue addressed by the board you must submit a Homeowners Communication form in advance. You can get this form from Kori Gilliam or at our website.


Everyone should have a contact list with emergency contact info on file.





Homeowners/Renters:  2nd warning!





If you leave your garage door open you are in violation of the Rules and Regulations that govern this Association. What we don’t understand is why anyone would leave their doors open, especially when they have so much personal stuff in the garage?!? Just because there is a security drive gate and security gate does not mean that non-residents (and residents) cannot get into your garage, steal things, and leave. But in case this reminder does not work you will get one warning letter and then fines of $25.00 for each violation so if you leave the door open for a week you will get fined $175.00. It can add up quickly….we will not fine you if you are working in your garage, going in and out for a specific period of time but if we look on the security cameras and the door is open for hours and hours, the fine will be given.

For those of you who don’t know, the front exposed area of your unit belongs to the association and as such the board has the right and duty to dictate what is seen from that area. Only the bottom units in one bldg is affected. We will be sending you pictures we have taken of the front of your unit and will clearly note what is acceptable and what is not. We will fine you after this warning letter if you do not correct the problem. There will be no riding toys, no toys, no cleaning supplies, no indoor furniture, no bird cages, no shoe racks or shoes. You are lucky that you have a storage closet next to your front door so everything can be stored in there and out of sight. It is unfortunate that only some of the owners have to be careful what they leave outside but the truth is that we only are concerned with what is visible to the other owners, guests and potential buyers. The impression made by messy, unkempt or cluttered front doors and patios is not the impression we want to make! All pots are to be clay pots – only! – not wild colors, etc. If you choose to ignore the warnings you risk your possessions being tossed, as again, you are “using” property that rightfully belongs to the association. ALSO, NO ONE MAY PLANT ANYTHING IN THE COMMON AREA – ANYTHING FOUND PLANTED WILL BE REMOVED IN THE NEXT 2 WEEKS – THIS IS YOUR ONE OPPPORTUNITY TO REMOVE WHAT YOU ILLEGALY PLANTED AND GET IT INTO YOUR BACKYARD OR AN ACCEPTABLE CONTAINER. WE MEAN IT. WE SPEND A LOT OF MONEY ON THE LANDSCAPING AND WE HAVE EVERY INTENTION OF MAINTAINING A UNIFORM LOOK! Remember you bought a home in a HOA property and must abide by the R & R’s.
