FRONT DOORS:





Your last chance to remove anything at your front door that is not considered outdoor furniture has come and gone. Plants that are in unapproved colors are being tossed and other items will be either be thrown out or stored. Please note that all the broken fixtures at the front doors have been replaced – again….please be careful and don’t break the glass.





FENCES/GATES:





Finally got all the main fences repaired and painted. Still have to have a fence wall built under the pergola and get new furniture if we can afford it.





POOL:





We know everyone wants the pool working for this summer. This has been a low priority since there are so many other things that need to be repaired. We may be able to have it retrofitted soon but this depends on whether any other vandalism occurs (drive gate) that need to be fixed.





Also note, if you are not current on your dues or owe any money from assessments – whether or not you are making payments on the past due amount – you will not be getting a pool key. By law, the association has the right to exclude owners use from amenities like pools, clubhouses, etc if they are delinquent. Truthfully, only those who are paying should be allowed use it since their dues payments are what we will be using to do the repairs.





Before any of this occurs, we will be looking into a gated card system. To keep everyone “honest” the system will be set up to record all cards that are used so if we see people in the pool who are not entitled to access we can find out who let them in. Sorry we have to do this but it is also needed for safety reasons and if there is vandalism we would know who did it.





SECURITY CAMERAS:





We have had the cameras for some time now but they have never worked well so we will be having the system evaluated and will implement what needs to be done to get us clear pictures and provide security.








Drive gate: 





Yes, it is broken again. Vandals as usual and vandals from this complex so that makes it even worse. The board is obtaining bids for a new system. It can no longer be fixed and guaranteed. We hopefully will know more at next month’s meeting and until then the gate will just stay open. No need to call and complain to Kori. We know – half of you love it and half of you hate it being open!
