The feral cat problem:





We have spent good money to trap the feral cats. They are breeding, some are ill, they are spreading fleas and it is not fair for them to live like this. STOP PUTTING OUT FOOD FOR THEM! They are being humanely trapped in accordance with Animal Control rules and they will be taken to the shelter to see if they can be rehabilitated. AND to whoever threw out the traps, there is a good chance you will be appearing on our camera system. Appropriate action will be taken when you are identified. While those of you who keep putting out food think you are doing the right thing it is actually animal abuse and you have to stop immediately. Your neighbors should not have to tolerate this problem with the cats just because you think you know better than the Board and Animal Control.

Please, please be careful when you throw trash into the enclosures. If you are quite certain that your trash is landing in the bin then you do not need to open the door to the enclosure but if you are not sure – open it and make sure your trash is properly disposed of. If you miss, go inside and pick up after yourself! We do not want rodents and vermin flocking to the trash areas!








We now have 20 owners that are in collection with our attorneys. This is more than half of all the owners! 





Some of you are very delinquent and the attorneys’ must start charging us the fees to get personal money judgments. We cannot afford these fees so we will be starting to use Small Claims Court. 





All delinquent owners will be receiving a summons from the court - and we will prevail - since you are not honoring your financial obligations. We will place liens on your property and most importantly, we will be garnisheeing your wages. 





The Association has bills to pay and many repair items that we cannot do on a timely basis – or at all. Everyone must pay their fair share and if you cannot see your way into setting up a payment plan with the management company – and honoring it! - then we have no other option than to take you to court.
