Reminder: The reserve assessment comes due January 1st in the amount of $1500.00. If you get turned over to collection for not paying the assessment or making payment arrangements there is nothing the board can do about it. You must deal directly with the attorneys and know that the costs keep increasing until the full amount is paid. The association is presently owed $43,000.+ in unpaid dues and assessments. Just think of all the repairs we could take care of if the money was in the association’s account?!? We might have a pool and Jacuzzi we could use again!

It has come to the attention of the board that there have been several mishaps in the parking lot. Please do not drink and then drive over sidewalks and green areas. The last accident on New Year’s Eve came dangerously close to running into a unit in the front. It’s Illegal to drink and drive, remember??


And PAY ATTENTION!!!











When we obtained our new Association Liability Policy there were a few conditions that were found in the inspection of the property that we were advised to rectify. One was to make sure no barbecues were being used within 10 feet of any structure and that we needed to make sure we had individual shut off valves on the gas lines in case of earthquake. After getting bids for several months we found a licensed plumber who is able to do the job for $2,500. Our original estimate from our previous plumber was $14,000.+ so this is a huge savings for us! The job will be completed at the end of January. At that time our new light fixtures should be installed and that should really help with all the dark areas that we have as well as improving the look of the complex.





If you had a rain problem – meaning leaking from the roof – in the last rainstorm, please contact Kori at Crossroads and let her know so the roofer can do a repair while the roof is still under warranty.





Work on the stairs has begun so they should start looking better and more cared for and should also be safer than what the developer left us with!





Pool and Jacuzzi work still on hold. Depending on how fast the reserve assessments are paid will dictate how the work that is presently on hold will proceed. We still have some very expensive projects ahead of us.
