We will be starting the stairs refurbishing in January. We will do a minimum of 1 set of stairs a month but depending on the funds available we might be able to do 2 a month. There are 12 sets and the cost per each stair set and railings is $417.00. We will start with the worst ones first.





It was midnight when the phone woke Bill Raabe at his home in Fountain Valley. The caller was a fellow resident of his townhome neighborhood, Tiburon, where Raabe serves on the board of the homeowners association."I just came home and there is nowhere to park," the neighbor said.  "What should I do?" Raabe replied. "I just wanted to tell you about it." "OK. You have."


Welcome to the world of shared communities, where local government is closer than the curb. Homeowners associations run everything from maintenance to landscaping to cleaning up the goose poop. Volunteering to serve on a board can be a rewarding – but also thankless – job.


After I wrote about how the bad economy has driven up the delinquencies owed to associations, Raabe and others suggested I explore what it's like to serve on a board today.


Here's what I found. When delinquencies stress associations financially, they stress board members emotionally. Some residents don't care enough, while for others, a sense of community drives involvement higher.


The Fountain Valley Homeowners Association governs Tiburon, a community of 513 townhomes built in 1968. The assessment is $257 per month, but delinquencies this year have reached $63,000. Raabe, a retired English teacher, has served six years on the board. "It's the one part of the job that emotionally and psychologically I was not prepared for. When I got on the board, this problem did not exist... This foreclosure crisis is almost more than I can bear... Frankly, it's hard to be an S.O.B. to neighbors who are having a hard time."


Joanie Straka, president of the Colony Cove board, understands. Her adult community in San Clemente includes 51 units. Finances have become an issue this past year because five or six owners each month don't pay their $275 assessment. Colony Cove has raised fees $5 per month and placed liens on two homes.


"I think some people hate me and the whole board and think we are very strict, but we're not," Straka says. "An HOA is rules. If you don't want to follow them, don't come here."…. Nobody new has volunteered in several years.


In Irvine, where Frank McGill serves on the 636-home Village Park Community Association, the board controls an annual budget of $1.7 million. Yet he says apathy is a huge problem.


Homeowners associations are, after all, partnerships. They thrive upon participation and wither without it. Most board members have good intentions; they're volunteers simply trying to help. Enough said…..
