The 5% discount for paying the reserve assessment in full has been extended to March 1, 2010.





Reminder: The reserve assessment comes due January 1st in the amount of $1500.00. If you get turned over to collection for not paying the assessment or making payment arrangements there is nothing the board can do about it. You must deal directly with the attorneys and know that the costs keep increasing until the full amount is paid. The association is presently owed $43,000.+ in unpaid dues and assessments. Just think of all the repairs we could take care of if the money was in the association’s account?!? We might have a pool and Jacuzzi we could use again!

It is the duty of every homeowner to know where their Association stands financially and is not the sole responsibility of the board.

If you had a rain problem – meaning leaking from the roof – in the last rainstorm, please contact Kori at Crossroads and let her know so the roofer can do a repair while the roof is still under warranty.














We now have $15,000.00 in reserves which seems hard to believe.  Unfortunately, this money cannot be used to fund our current repair jobs as it is money from the reserve assessment. A reserve fund is set up to cover major jobs, such as roofs, when their useful life span is over. In not so many years we will need a new roof and hopefully we will have enough in our reserve fund to pay for it. But we are still waiting for the emergency assessment to be paid by many homeowners and this money was for our immediate repair problems. We must repair one upper deck immediately and then the others will be done as we have funds available. Our garages are falling apart. Heavy termite damage has left the wood frames in bad shape so we have to find a way to start work on the worst of them. The total job is $20,000.00 but we are looking at other bids. 





Work on the stairs has begun so they should start looking better and more cared for and should also be safer than what the developer left us with! We might have enough money to paint the fences before they become so damaged that we have to repair before painting which will just cost us more.





Pool and Jacuzzi work still on hold. Depending on how fast the reserve assessments are paid will dictate how the work that is presently on hold will proceed. We still have some very expensive projects ahead of us.
