We are still concerned about those using the guest parking who are not “guests”. This is the warning before we begin towing again. Being a renter is no excuse for not knowing the Rules regarding parking. If the owner did not have you fill out a form and return it to the Management Company giving us car info, license plates, etc. than we will have to assume that you are illegally parking in our lot - which is a problem for us and you. If your car is seen repeatedly in guest parking (and we know that you are renting a unit at Spring Garden) it will be towed. We cannot make this any clearer. As an owner you have the responsibility to make sure that your vehicles are parked in your garages first. More than 2 cars, then open parking can be utilized on a first come first serve basis. If you think Management does not have your vehicle information on file, then call and give the information to Kori to avoid a potential expensive problem.





A few reminders: 


If you want an issue addressed by the board you must submit a Homeowners Communication form in advance. You can get this form from Kori Gilliam or at our website.


Everyone should have a contact list with emergency contact info on file.





Homeowners/Renters:





If you leave your garage door open you are in violation of the Rules and Regulations that govern this Association. What we don’t understand is why anyone would leave their doors open, especially when they have so much personal stuff in the garage?!? Just because there is a security drive gate and security gate does not mean that non-residents (and residents) cannot get into your garage, steal things, and leave. But in case this reminder does not work you will get one warning letter and then fines of $25.00 for each violation so if you leave the door open for a week you will get fined $175.00. It can add up quickly….we will not fine you if you are working in your garage, going in and out for a specific period of time but if we look on the security cameras and the door is open for hours and hours, the fine will be given. 





We have just fixed the next set of gas lines that developed leaks (again, another mess left by the developer). It was $6,500 but the rest of the lines have now been checked and they look to be okay so this problem may finally be behind us…. $20,000 later…..

Cleaning supplies i.e. brooms, dusters, mops, etc. NEVER are to be left outside.





DOG OWNERS PLEASE HELP US OUT! The lawn is being ruined because dog urine burns the grass and we have so many more dogs living in the community now. Soon all the grass will look terrible. Have your dogs pee on the concrete or stair railings or asphalt – anyplace but the lawn and landscaping. It will cost a fortune to re-seed!





For those of you with female dogs there are tablets available at any pet store that changes the urine from its normal acidic state to a more alkaline balance and thus prevents the urine from creating yellow spots in the lawn. Male dogs’ urine does not burn the lawn so this is only for female dogs. If nothing else, please, please, take your female dog to a concrete area to pee.
