DID YOU KNOW?
…..that our repair list keeps growing and growing?

Upper balconies/decks

To redo all the upper decks so that the water drains properly, fix the leaks and caulk, replace the plywood subfloor and put down a durable finish product is $21,240.00. This would have to be done in stages and it does not even address the windows that might leak as well. We will have to take a wait and see attitude and wait for the rains…Voted at the last meeting to begin the repairs in phases. With our finances they way they are it will take approx. 9 months to pay for the job.
Gas shut-off valves

To install emergency shut off valves at all the gas connections is $14,000.00. This will be put on hold for the foreseeable future unless our liability carrier demands that we have them installed. No change in status.
Stairs

The stairs are becoming quite bad. Our original estimate was $2500.00 to strip the steps and the railings but now the insurance company requires that we put a slip proof material on each step. We are sending the bid out again to find out what it will cost to have the stairs and railings painted with a non-slip paint. We are looking at a paint that contains sand though we wanted to avoid painting them again as that finish did not hold up. Look for more information next month. It will be an additional $1500.00 to paint the steps with a non-slip surface. Job on hold until funds available.
Pool/Jacuzzi
Still on hold, maybe next summer. Don’t have the $3,800.00 for the upgrades. No change.
Termite damage

And of course we are still looking at the $20,000.00 job to replace the damaged fascia boards around the units and garages.  This will not be done until sometime next year, perhaps after the reserve assessments have been paid, since this should be paid from a reserve account.

Still waiting to get most of the “emergency” assessment paid. 6 units will be scheduled for sale within the next 120 days for failure to pay fines, dues, assessments, etc. These 6 units alone owe almost $25,000. so if we can sell the units at auction we might be able to recuperate money that we are owed. Several other units are in collection with our attorneys – owing the association another $10,000.00. What a waste of your money. When we turn you over to collection you still will have to pay - but now you will have to pay more….you cannot ignore your obligations to the association – no matter how tough times are.





25 homeowners are in either in serious default, in collection or soon will be. We cannot run the association this way! Everyone has to pay up – it is s legal obligation. Can you imagine – 25 out of 39?!?





A few reminders: 


If you want an issue addressed by the board you must submit a Homeowners Communication form in advance. You can get this form from Kori Gilliam or at our website.


Everyone should have a contact list with emergency contact info on file.
